RAISING AWARENESS OF DOMESTIC VIOLENCE

Following a concerning rise in domestic and sexual
violence across Newry, Mourne & Down during COVID-19
lockdowns, the PCSP took the decision to fund and
organise virtual domestic violence awareness raising
sessions in partnership with South Eastern Domestic
and Sexual Violence Partnership (SEDSVP).

The goal of the project was to raise awareness about the many
types of domestic violence, and the fact there is no one type of
victim. Particular attention was given to domestic violence issues
with male, LGBTQ+ and BAME victims. The sessions gave more
information on spotting the signs of domestic violence, what could
trigger incidents, support for victims and the services which are
available to those who have been victims.

Newry, Mourne & Down PCSP wanted to reach as many different
organisations as possible to spread awareness across the District,
and attendees came from a wide variety of organisations across
the statutory, voluntary and community sectors. Sessions were

as inclusive as possible — for example one session focused on
domestic abuse affecting men, and was run in conjunction with
both Men’s Advisory Project and the Rainbow Project, giving an
overview that included all genders and relationships.

Newry, Mourne & Down PCSP also worked directly with
Women'’s Aid to deliver aspects of the project related to BAME
communities directly to interpreters, meaning their experience
of domestic abuse could reach those who need it with no
language barrier. 100% of those who attended stated that their
knowledge and understanding of domestic abuse in BAME
communities had improved.
