Derry & Strabane PCSP have
been helping to empower
young people in their District by
funding The Whistle Project.

Funding of almost £7000 was
awarded through their annual call
for small project support. The
Whistle Project delivers tailored
interventions to young people
involved with anti-social and

risk taking behaviour through
educational workshops, trips, and
activities.

The Project worked alongside
Youth Justice Agency, Community
Safety Wardens, Probation Board,
the Court Service and Prison
Service to educate 16 young
people on the risks and effects

of being involved with anti-social
behaviour, drugs, alcohol, and
paramilitary influence. They

used their time to explore crime
prevention and fear of crime, giving
them a much better understanding
of how these issues impact their
communities.

REMOVING GRAFFITI

Graffiti is an issue in almost every community across
Northern Ireland, damaging public and private
property, reducing community confidence, and often
increasing fear of crime due to its links to anti-social
behaviour.

Working with Belfast City Council, the Probation Board
have been tackling non-contentious graffiti through the
use of Community Service Orders. This graffiti-removal
scheme is the first in Northern Ireland, and allows people
sentenced to complete a Community Service Order the
opportunity to complete their allotted hours by cleaning
up defaced areas of Belfast, helping to increase people’s

Department of

confidence and pride in their communities and shared
spaces. Community Service also helps offenders to
develop practical and social skills to help them out of
crime —in fact, 3 out of 4 Service Users have not gone on
to reoffend.

Belfast PCSP and DPCSPs are supportive of the Graffiti
Removal Scheme and through the monthly updates
Probation highlights how it can contribute to improving

the physical environment for Belfast residents. After recent
graffiti removal in South Belfast, local residents and political
representatives contacted both Belfast City Council and
the Probation Board to provide positive feedback.

SOWING SEED FOR THE FUTURE

Derry & Strabane PCSP have provided over £9000
to an initiative that delivered community allotments
in the Fountain Estate, Derry, through their annual
small project support funding.

The Housing Executive provided Cathedral Youth Club
with some waste land, and the club worked alongside

the local community to create an amazing asset for the
estate. The project saw young people and older people
working side by side to create walkways and plant flowers

and vegetables in what is now the Bastion Allotments
(named for their proximity to the city’s historic walls).

The project ran throughout the pandemic, offering young
people and the community to continue to engage with
each other and grow together. Alongside the flowers and
veg, the allotment also contains a potting table, seating, a
permanent BBQ and even a pagodal

The project even won Best UK Community Garden from
the BBC One Show, and was featured live on air.

COLLABORATIVELY
TACKLING
ANTISOCIAL
BEHAVIOUR

Following a rise in antisocial behaviour in
their area, Antrim & Newtownabbey PCSP
decided to take action.

Working alongside colleagues in the Council,
PSNI, Education Authority and Housing
Executive, they established a strategic approach
for planned interventions across the District,
creating and sharing weekly intervention plans
based on information provided by all partners
on hotspot areas for antisocial behaviour. The
PCSP also facilitated engagement with elected
representatives, and acted as a conduit for
multiple projects that provide an on-street
deterrent presence to work together in a way they
never had before — joining together at particular
hotspots, and sharing patrol routes to ensure as
much ground was covered as possible.

The project has been a huge success, generating
almost 5000 hours of on-street presence to
tackle antisocial behaviour since November 2020,
as well as educating young people about the
impact, dangers, and consequences of engaging
in antisocial behaviour and encourage positive
choices.

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SECTION 24

Derry & Strabane PCSP have provided funding to an
ongoing project with The Playhouse Derry called Street
Talk, which engages young people across the area to
talk about the issues that affect them and has been
producing a series of short educational films to explore
and examine these issues.

The latest short fim, Section 24 Schedule 3, tackles the
controversial stop and search policing powers used across
Northern Ireland. Written and produced by local artists and
young people, the film was created in consultation with
young people of different backgrounds, community workers,
academics and PSNI officers.

Section 24, Schedule 3 was launched by the Justice Minister
Naomi Long at a virtual event this month.

RAISING AWARENESS
OF DOMESTIC ABUSE

Antrim & Newtonabbey PCSP have rolled out a campaign developed in
partnership with Nexus, Men’s Action Project and Women’s Aid aimed at
delivering a very clear message: Domestic Abuse - It’s Never OK!

The campaign was a result of the Mayor ClIr Jim Montgomery and Deputy Mayor
ClIr Noreen McClelland approaching the PCSP directly as they wished to use the
resources of their offices to run a comprehensive, gender neutral campaign to
raise awareness of the issue.

Working with their partners, the Mayor and Deputy Mayor, and the Council’s
Communication Department, the PCSP have created and will run a multimedia
campaign making use of social media, Adshels and billboards across their District.

The campaign has touched lives directly — Men’s Action Project received 3 self-
referrals from men who had seen the billboards, and had 4 calls from people
concerned about their family members who wanted to find out more about
domestic abuse, which led to a fourth new client using their services. Of the 22
calls received by Nexus’ domestic and sexual abuse helpline from people in the
Antrim & Newtownabbey area, over half were as a result of the campaign.

SCAMBASSADORS

Scams are an increasing issue, and
Newry, Mourne & Down PCSP noticed
that they were often being asked for
advice at crime prevention events and
engagement sessions. With COVID-19
preventing face-to-face interaction,
the PCSP had been circulating scam
information via online formats,
however this often meant people who
were older or vulnerable that didn’t
have internet access or social media
were often missing out.

To help combat this, Newry, Mourne
& Down PCSP decided to train
Scambassadors — people who were
active in local communities who could

U bsiicing

disseminate information on being scam
aware to vulnerable members of the
community and ensure it was reaching
those who do not have access to it online.

The Scambassador Training was delivered
by a PSNI Crime Prevention Officer. Each
session also featured guest speakers,
who were either a representative from
Ulster Bank or Bank of Ireland, or a
representative from the Trading Standards
Industry. This meant that expert knowledge
on scams was being presented to those
attending the sessions. All sessions

were developed and coordinated by the
PCSP, who carried out the advertisement,
registration, and evaluation of the training.
