In 2022/23, from 74 consented donors the Northern Ireland Organ Donation Services Team facilitated 59 actual

solid organ donors resulting in 140 patients receiving a life-saving or life-changing transplant. Data obtained from
the UK Transplant Registry.

In addition to the 59 proceeding donors there were 15 consented donors that did not proceed.
