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This document contains the results for the
first year (2017-18) of the Interdepartmental
Homelessness Action Plan.

The Interdepartmental Homelessness Action
Plan was developed to complement the NI
Housing Executive’s Homelessness Strategy
and focuses on addressing gaps in those
non-accommodation services that have

the most impact, or have the potential to
more positively impact, on the lives and life
chances of people who are homeless and
those who are at most risk of homelessness.

Following an initial Homelessness Workshop
involving Government Departments, statutory
partners, homelessness service providers and
service users, agreement was reached on five
main priority areas:

1. Health and wellbeing, including
mental health and substance misuse;

2. Education and awareness raising — children,
young people, schools and providers;

3. Support for those leaving places of care,
children’s residential and foster care,
prisons, hospitals, mental health facilities;

4. Support for families including support for
those experiencing domestic violence,
and community support mechanisms;

5. Employability, financial capability and
access to benefits.

A total of nine actions from these priority
areas were identified and taken forward
in the first year.

The Homelessness Strategy Steering Group
(HSSG), which is chaired by the Department for
Communities (DfC) and includes representation
from the Departments of Health (DoH),
Department of Justice (DoJ), Department of
Education (DE), statutory agencies and the
voluntary sector, had overall responsibility for
monitoring and reporting on the Action Plan.
HSSG reviewed quarterly progress reports on
the Action Plan and signed-off on the Year 1
results. HSSG will also be responsible for signing-
off any future iterations of the Action Plan.

The Steering Group identified mechanisms
for providing training, engagement and launch
events to promote the Homelessness resource
in schools in autumn 2018. Throughout the
Interdepartmental Homelessness Action Plan cycle,
a database of useful resources/materials will be
established to support teaching active citizenship.

This resource is now available on the CCEA
website for schools from autumn 2018 and
develop further across the lifespan of the project.

A Regional Group on Welfare Benefits Meeting
was held with representatives from the Health
and Social Care Board and Trusts to discuss the
impact of Universal Credit on Care Leavers. It was
agreed that a regional information session should
be arranged with the 16+ team practitioners and
managers, providers of supported accommodation
for vulnerable young people and foster carers.
Presentation took place on 27 February 2018.

Standard Operating Model for Make
the Call Telephony Service completed.

Review of existing structure and Outreach
Services to commence 11 June 2018 and
due to be completed by 31 July 2018.

Review of Analytics existing service provision
due to commence 01 September 2018 and
completed by end September 2018.

Partnership review completed. Work completed
with the 5 Health and Social Care Trust’s (HSCT)
Families in Need Exercise, with the focus on
children at risk of going into care.

DfC is working with MACS Supporting Children
and Young People (MACS) and the Council for the
Homeless NI (CHNI) to help identify any gaps in
current provision of services. Young MACS service
users have produced a creative piece of work
which captures their experiences of homelessness
and the current service provision available and
any perceived gaps. CHNI is currently undertaking
a NI wide scoping and analysis exercise to map
and better identify the range of services, outside
of mainstream homelessness provision, that can
contribute to the prevention and/or alleviation of
youth homelessness and to highlight the needs
of young people and their experience of accessing
services and support.

Once the 2 projects are completed and analysed
a pilot mapping exercise will be developed.
